REAR CAR PARK UPDATE
In August a barrier is to be fitted to
the rear car park. It will operate in
the same way as the front car park
and will be operated by the same
black key fobs. However, in order
for the fobs to work they need to
be individually enabled. Once the
operation date is known your fobs
should be handed into the church
office, each key in a separate
envelope and clearly labelled with
your name and car registration
number. They will then be returned
to you via the pigeon hole in the
top vestibule. The rear car park
barrier will normally be kept up, so
you will always need your fob to
use this car park.
